He is 
the oldest son of Alhassan – a newly 
converted Chri stian from I slam- 
Issahaku s aid he never wan ted t o 
become a Christian, unlike his father, 
his t wo w ives and his bro thers and  
sisters.  On Sunday wh ile c hurch 
service was going on he left home to 
do some weeding at their farm.           
 At the farm he was bitten by a v iper!  
He ran t o hi s f ather, who f or t wo 
days, did nothing but kept praying for 
him.  O n the third day  Issahaku told 
his fa ther, “ If y ou d o n ot take m e to  
pastor I wi ll di e”.  Borrowing a  
motorcycle, t hree of  t hem rode i t f or 

over 50 m iles on t he wors t road y ou c an i magine.  T his i s 
what Alhassan, Issahaku's f ather, s aid t o me w hen t hey 
finally reached Bethany Village, “You are my everything so I 
cannot do a nything wi thout informing you f irst”.  After much 
prayers and m edical at tention, I ssahaku l ives!  Three day s 
after a v iper bi te, wi thout m edical i ntervention, de ath i s 
certain, ex cept t he Lord m oves.  He di d m ove, and  bot h 
Issahaku and t he people o f Blisinga are c alling i t a miracle.  
Issahaku wi llingly and gl adly ASKED for hi s name to be  
written in “the book”.  He called it the book, but we know it as 
“the Lamb’s book of l ife”.  Amen!  May God bless each and 
everyone who pray ed for Issahaku. God no t only saved his 
life bu t gav e hi m et ernal l ife! T op ri ght are the bef ore and  
after pictures of Issahaku’s snake bitten foot.  The people of 
Blisinga did not believe that he would live. He is alive!

We 
need s upplies for s ewing, c anning, bak ing, k nitting, and  
crocheting. Besides the completion of the vocational school, 
we wi ll need  s ewing m achines, s ewing materials and  
furniture for the school.  

 
Though the v ocational s chool has  no t been c ompleted, we  
have s tarted the vocational school w ith 3 s tudents from the 
villages of S anga and  Ches hegu.  Their names are:   
Amishaw, Miriam and Miriam.  P lease pray  for these young 
ladies as  t hey end eavor t o l earn a v ocational s kill.  T hey 
have not had a single day of school in their lives.
